Goose Island Matilda                                 6

Breckenridge Autumn Ale                              6

Bells Two Hearted Ale                    6

Great Lakes Burning River                    6 
Named after the 1969 burning of the Cuyahoga River, our American Pale Ale combines a citrusy 
Cascade hop flavor with a fruity assertiveness.  In keeping with the Bavarian Purity Law of 1516, 
this beer is traditionally brewed from all natural ingredients:  barley, hops, yeast and water.

Ale Asylum Hopalicious                                6 
Eleven separate additions of cascade hops give this American pale ale its lush citrus aroma and 
bold hop flavor without crazy bitterness.  Wisconsin.  5.5% ABV 

Tyranena Bitter Woman IPA                                  6 
We brewed our Bitter Woman IPA the way we imagine Aunt Cal may have been, very fruity and 
intensely bitter.  So lift up a pint of Bitter Woman IPA and toast Aunt Cal and the bitter woman you 
know. Wisconsin.  5.8% ABV 

Amber, Brown and Dark Ales 
Big Sky moose Drool                                   6 
It's chocolate brown in color with a creamy texture. A malty beer with just enough hop presence 
to keep it from being too sweet. The aroma mostly comes from the malt with a hint of spice added 
by the hops.  Montana.  5.3% ABV 

Breckenridge Avalanche Ale                                                 6 
a blend of pale and caramel malts — and just a kiss of bittering hops — to create a refreshing-but-
flavorful, any-time beer.  aromas of pale grains, a semi-sweet middle and a clean-as-colorado-snow 
finish.  Colorado.  5.4% ABV 

Unibroue Maudite 750 ML                             14 
Maudite has a deep amber-red color with a rocky foam head and an appealing aroma of wild spices 
and floral hop notes.  It is spicy, vinous, and deliciously complex with a crisp hop finish.   Quebec.  
8% ABV 

Unibroue Trois Pistoles 750 ML                            14    
Trois Pistoles has a dark brown color topped with a rich foam mousse. 
Its slightly sweet taste is enhanced by accents of roasted malt, cocoa, ripe fruit and dark spices 
with a smooth finish like an old port. Quebec.  9% ABV

Great Lakes Edmund Fitzgerald Porter                              6 
A complex, roasty porter with a bittersweet, chocolate-coffee taste and bold hop presence.  
Ohio.  5.8% ABV 

Founders Breakfast Stout                                  6 
The coffee lovers consummate beer. Brewed with an abundance of flaked oats, bitter and 
imported chocolates, Sumatra and Kona coffee, this stout has an intense fresh roasted java nose 
topped with a cinnamon colored frothy head that goes forever.

Three Feet Deep rekindles that lost 
flavor with a small addition of peat smoked malt. Wisconsin.  5.5% 

Red Hook Double Black Stout with Coffee  22oz                9
